Happy Fourth of July! This is a very exciting holiday for 

us all during this summer season in which we are able to 

celebrate our patriotism, independence, and American  

democracy.  
 

But as we celebrate this summer, I would like to remind 

you of the dry conditions our Summer weather is expected 

to bring us. As we enter this expected dry season, we need 

to help our courageous firefighters who risk their lives in 

every fire they respond and be extra vigilant to fire danger 

and potential fire hazards over this holiday season. 
 

This past legislative session, I introduced two fire bills 

based on my experience last 4th of July. Last year, our fire 

departments were overworked by responding to many fires 

over the 4th of July holiday. Many of these fires were 

brush fires or even house fires caused by  fireworks. One 

bill toughened our fireworks law by restricting minor  

children from selling fireworks, it also prohibits people 

from throwing fireworks out of a moving vehicle. This bill 

was signed into law by the Governor on April 24th, as Act 

38. 
 

Our firefighters expressed that cigarettes also pose a huge 

threat of local brush and household fires.  In response to 

their concern, I also introduced a bill to require all       

cigarettes in Hawaii to be ñfire safeò which requires them 

to be wrapped in a special porous paper that can self-

extinguish if the cigarette is left burning alone. This bill 

successfully passed the legislative process and was       

submitted to the Governorôs office to be signed into law.

  copper purchases by check.

      Hawaii.

In conjunction with the Senate Tourism Committee, I held a 

joint Informational Briefing on June 24, 2008 requesting that 

the CEOs of Hawaiian Airlines, United Airlines, the Hawaii 

Tourism Authority and the Hawaii Visitors Convention       

Bureau provide the legislature with additional information   

following the closures of Aloha and ATA Airlines.  
 

Our committees learned of the efforts HTA made to stabilize 

Hawaiiôs tourism industry amidst the closures.  Currently,     

Hawaii is seeing a decline in tourism from the closures, but 

HTA is now encouraging visitation from the U.S. mainland 

and China.  
 

The committees plan to hold another Informational Briefing 

later this year to remain updated on the industry.
