Rep. Mark Moses Will Fly on Second C-17 to Arrive at Hickam

On an invitation from General Robert G.F. Lee, Rep. Mark Moses will be flying from California to Hickam Airforce Base on a C-17 aircraft.  This will be the second C-17 - out of eight - to arrive in Hawaii.

Rep. Mark Moses will fly to California with the Hawaii Air National Guard on the 20th and return aboard the C-17 on Tuesday the 21st to participate in a welcoming ceremony at Hickam Air Force Base at 12:45p.m.  Rep. Moses was chosen for the flight because of his membership on the Public Safety & Military Affair Committee and because of his rich background in military affairs – including twenty-eight years in the U.S. Marine Corps serving as an officer, naval aviator & electronic warfare officer.


"I'm honored that General Lee thought to include me in this deployment, which reflects the strategic importance Hawaii holds in the Pacific and in the global interests of the United States," says Rep. Moses.


The eight C-17s are being stationed in Hawaii to increase our ability to respond to military and humanitarian missions due to its large cargo capacity and its ability to take off and land on short runways.  The Air Force and the Hawaii Air National Guard will jointly operate the C-17s.
