BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:  
 

PART I.  GENERAL PROVISIONS  1 

 SECTION 1.  SHORT TITLE.  This Act shall be known and may 2 

be cited as the  General Appropriations Act of 200 9.  3 

 SECTION 2.  DEFINITIONS.  Unless otherwise clear from the 4
