OVERVIEW

Thank you for the opportunity to present the Department of Health’s Executive Biennium
Budget for FB 15-17.

Department’s Mission Statement

To monitor, protect, and enhance the health of all people in Hawaii by providing leadership in
assessment, policy development, and assurance to promote health and well-being, to preserve
a clean, healthy and natural environment, and to assure basic health care for all.

Economic Impact

The Department of Health (DOH) continues to focus its efforts on maintaining and sustaining
the overall health of our state in the most efficient and cost-effective manner. The DOH’s
programs and contracted service providers have had to address increasing demands for
services with significantly less human and financial resources. We believe the Department has
achieved several efficiencies and improved quality of services over the past years. Programs
and their staff have been asked to do more with less and to look at ways of meeting objectives
by refining existing procedures and operations as well as seeking new and innovative ways of
doing business to achieve more efficient and effective outcomes. However, in order for the
Department to sustain current efforts and make further improvements, additional resources
will be needed. Therefore, as the DOH enters the fiscal biennium of 2015-17, it is encouraged
by the Council of Revenues belief that the U.S. and Hawaii economies are still growing, despite
lower than projected revenue collections for FY14.

The planning and development of the budget that is presented to you today was done so within
the parameters outlined by the Administration to sustain current critical and high priority
programs and initiatives. In addition, proposed trade-offs/transfers requests are in alignment
with acknowledged departmental reorganizations which involved significant review and
assessment of current program functions, staffing configurations, organizational structures and
lines of supervision and management. The majority of the DOH requests reflect the movement
of positions consistent with planned restructuring to improve program delivery. These
movements/transfers align personnel and funding in various organizational units within DOH
and contribute to the operational effectiveness and efficiency of the department.



Federal Funds

The DOH has several grants that have reduced funding. Of significant impact was a grant to the
Family Health Services Division that ended on September 30, 2014. This $3 million Affordable
Care Act-Maternal, Infant and Early Childhood Home Visiting Program Grant, CFDA: 93.505
provided funding for the Hawaii Home Visiting Network. As a result of the loss of federal
funds, five Home Visiting and Early Screening and Identification programs were eliminated.
Home visiting programs including Early Head Start, Parents and Teachers, and Home Instruction
for Parents of Preschool Youngsters were eliminated resulting in reduction of families being
served from 174 families per month to 45 families per month. Services lost were home visiting,
referral, parent education, and parent/child interaction. The program is currently applying for a
S4 million expansion grant to begin in March 2016, each year for two years to be able to restore
services and program infrastructure. The program will also be seeking funds of $1.5 million in
general funds through Governor’s Message to fulfill the maintenance of effort required to
receive the federal funds including the expansion grant. While the DOH has lost some federal
funding, we were able to attract some increased federal dollars as well.

Budget Request

Mindful that there would be a new Administration before the budget process would be
complete and due to the timing of the change and the need to put in place budget adjustments
and/or revenue enhancements in order to maintain a positive general fund balance, this “status
quo” budget reflects the FY15 budget less non-recurring expenses, plus collective bargaining
allocations and additions for trade-off transfer requests, selected non-general fund requests,
selected federal fund adjustments requests, and adjustments to non-recurring items identified
by the Legislature. As such, the Executive Fiscal Biennium Budget requests for the DOH consist
primarily of trade-off transfer requests to align the budget with departmental reorganizations
for the Adult Mental Health Division, the Child and Adolescent Mental Health Division, the
Chronic Prevention and Health Promotion Division, and State Lab. Selected federal fund
adjustment requests are to align the budgeted federal fund and other federal fund ceilings with
the actual or anticipated grant award amounts.

The Reorganization for the Oahu Community Mental Health Center Branch, Adult Mental
Health Division (AMHD) and the Mental Health Services in the Hawaii County, Maui and Kauai
Community Mental Health Centers, Hawaii, Maui and Kauai District Health Offices, Office of the
Deputy Director of Health was acknowledged on February 18, 2014. This reorganization
transferred the Mental Health Services from the District Health Offices to AMHD and
incorporated all authorized positions per Act 164, SLH 2011 onto the organization structure.

The Child and Adolescent Mental Health Division reorganization was acknowledged on October
20, 2014. The reorganization consolidated the Central Oahu Family Guidance Center Branch
(FGCB) and the Windward Oahu FGCB, and incorporated all authorized positions per Act 164,
SLH 2011 onto the organization structure. This reorganization established three branches:
Oahu Services Branch, Neighbor Island Services Branch and Family Court Liaison Branch.



The Chronic Disease Prevention & Health Promotion Division reorganization was acknowledged
on January 21, 2014. The reorganization transferred in positions from the previous Community
Health Division/Chronic Disease Management and Control Branch and the Kauai District Health
Office. The reorganization established the Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion
Division under the Health Resources Administration. The CDPHPD consists of two branches:
the Primary Prevention Branch and the Chronic Disease Management Branch. The Tobacco
Settlement Project/Healthy Hawaii Initiative was abolished. All positions authorized per Act
164, SLH 2011 were incorporated.

The State Lab reorganization affected the entire State Laboratories Division, which was
acknowledged on July 16, 2014. It reconfigured the Laboratory Emergency Response Program
and the two branches.

DOH programs continue to work closely with our colleagues in other departments, counties,
and agencies on initiatives that 1) optimize our federal funds and other fund reimbursements to
provide more healthcare services; and 2) improve the health emergency response system of the
state, including potential bioterrorism, natural disasters, and aeromedical, ambulance, and
emergency room capabilities.

The Department’s vision remains “Healthy People. Healthy Communities. Healthy Islands.”
The Department of Health’s strategic plan aligns departmental priorities with that of the
Administration. The five cornerstones of the DOH plan called Foundations for Healthy
Generations include a focus on:

J Health Equity -- Eliminating disparities and improving the health of all people in Hawaii.

J Disease Prevention and Health Promotion -- Improving the quality of life and reducing
preventable disease especially chronic, disability, injury and premature death.

J Emergency Preparedness and Response -- Mitigating and responding to external threats
to individual and community well-being.

J Clean and Sustainable Environments -- Creating social and physical environments that
promote and support good health for all.

J Quality and Service Excellence -- Improving internal systems to assure timely consumer

responsiveness.

The department is continuing its efforts to further define and develop metrics to track the
success of its programs in achieving its strategic goals and moving the DOH toward national
accreditation. With passion and science, DOH staffs continue to address the health of our State
by doing the greatest good for the greatest number of people and formulating strategic
partnerships to address the needs of our most vulnerable populations. We look forward to
advancing Hawaii’s health agenda through the leveraging of resources and capitalizing on
health care reform options which support accessible, affordable, and quality health care.

The Department looks forward to discussing our proposed budget with you to achieve our
statewide health objectives.
