SB 1095, SD 1, PROPOSED HD 1, RELATING TO HEALTH INSURANCE
TESTIMONY

Chair Angus L.K. McKelvey, Vice-Chair Justin H. Woodson, and Committee Members:

The League of Women Voters of Hawaii opposes SB 1095, SD 1, Proposed HD 1 because the subject 
of the Proposed HD 1 has no rational connection to the subject of SB 1095, SD 1 referred to the House
Committee on Consumer Protection and Commerce. The Proposed HD1 uses a “gut and replace” tactic, 
which is unacceptable, regardless of the underlying merits of the bill.

SB 1095, SD1 prohibits changing rates approved by the Insurance Commissioner for health insurance
issued by managed care plans: in subsequent transfers, sales, and pass throughs; establishing statutory
criteria and procedures under which the Insurance Commissioner may suspend, revoke, or deny 
authorization for a mutual benefit society to offer health insurance to its members; and makes various 
housekeeping amendments to insurance statutes.  SB 1095, SD 1, Proposed HD 1 is entirely different – it 
defines "habilitative services" in statutes governing health insurance contracts and provision of health 
insurance to members of mutual benefit societies.

The League believes that Article III, Sections 14 and 15 of the Hawaii Constitution require that before a bill 
is passed by the Legislature, the subject of that bill (not just the bill title and bill number) must have three 
readings in the State House and three readings in the State Senate. According to the Hawaii Supreme 
Court the three-reading requirement ensures that each house of the legislature gives sufficient 
consideration to the effect of the bill.  However, when the subject of a bill is gutted and replaced with a 
totally unrelated subject after crossover, as with SB 1095 Proposed HD 1, the bill’s new subject may pass 
the Legislature with only one reading and inadequate consideration by the originating house.
