{(2)In page 2 lines 5-8 recommended that the Judiciary is more
appropriate in retaining authority on sentencing rather
than the Hawali Paroling Authority; and

(3)Adopted the Department of Public Safety concerns about
sentencing authority. Changed the working group request
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from Department of Public Safety to Hawaii Paroling
Authority; and

(4)Revised the language on page 2, lines 8-9 to include "such
as whether a crime is especially heinous, atrocious or
cruel"; and

(5)Inserted page 3, lines 39-42 to exempt working group
members from Chapter 84; and

(6) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style
