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Chair Dela Cruz, Vice Chair Keith-Agaran, and members of the Committee: 
 
The State Public Charter School Commission (“Commission”) appreciates the opportunity to 
submit this testimony in SUPPORT of HB 2508 HD1 SD1, which would provide funding to 
charter schools for infrastructure costs, the rental or lease of charter school facilities, and the 
repair and maintenance of network infrastructure.  
 
Facilities costs for charter schools is one of the greatest unaddressed challenges for Hawaii’s 
chartering system.  Facilities funding has been and continues to be a long-standing issue for 
charter schools. 
 
In school year 2016-2017, charter schools expended approximately $10.4 million for rent/lease 
payments, repair and maintenance, and utilities payments.  The Commission determined this 
figure based on information provided from the annual audits that all charter schools are 
required to complete, pursuant to Section 302D-32, Hawaii Revised Statutes. 
 
The needs of each individual charter school vary greatly as shown by a range of facility-related 
expenses, which start at about $41,000 to a high of $1.3 million.  The reasons for this wide 
disparity can be attributed to the wide range of facilities that charter schools operate in, which 
include former Department of Education schools, unused state facilities, private buildings, and 
new campuses built from scratch. 
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Any support provided by this committee and the Legislature would go far in addressing the 
challenge that charter schools have faced in regards to facilities funding.   
 
Thank you for the opportunity to provide this testimony. 
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RELATING TO CHARTER SCHOOLS 

 House Bill (H.B.) No. 2508, H.D. 1, S.D. 1, amends Section 302D-29.5, HRS, to 

include funding for the rental or lease of facilities for charter schools that the Legislature 

shall consider when making an appropriation and bond authorization to the State Public 

Charter School Commission.  The measure provides that the appropriation and bond 

authorization be separate from, and in addition to, any appropriation made to charter 

schools pursuant to Section 302D-28, HRS.  H.B. No. 2508, H.D. 1, S.D. 1, also makes 

an unspecified general fund appropriation for FYs 18-19 to be expended by the State 

Public Charter School Commission, to allocate to charter schools for infrastructure 

costs, lease or rent assistance, and repair and maintenance of network infrastructure. 

 The Department of Budget and Finance offers the following technical comments 

on this measure with respect to general obligation (G.O.) bond appropriations for 

charter schools.  Federal tax law requires that tax-exempt G.O. bond proceeds be used 

only to finance capital improvement projects that serve public purposes.  Consequently, 

charter schools would need to ensure no private activity use of general bond funded 

facilities.  Additionally, capital improvements are generally intended for long-term use 

and are relatively permanent in nature. 

 Thank you for your consideration of our comments. 
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The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) Beneficiary Advocacy and Empowerment 
Committee will recommend that the Board of Trustees SUPPORT HB2508 HD1 SD1, which 
would provide funding to the State Public Charter School Commission for charter schools’ 
infrastructure costs, rental or lease of facilities, and repair and maintenance of network 
infrastructure.  This bill would help alleviate the unique financial burdens borne by start-up 
public charter schools in meeting their basic facilities needs.  
 
 Addressing public charter schools’ facilities needs has been a critical and longstanding 
issue in the charter school community.  Currently, start-up charter schools must pay for their 
substantial facilities costs using their already-stretched operational funds.  This is a cost that is 
not borne by conversion charter schools, or schools under the Hawaiʻi Department of 
Education.   
 
 Significantly, the State Board of Education (BOE) has recognized the importance of our 
public charter schools, as an integral component of our public education strategy.  On 
December 6, 2016, the BOE approved an updated State Education Strategic Plan for 2017-
2020, which describes “the shared objectives for equity and excellence for every child across 
Hawaiʻi’s nearly 300 public schools, including our public charter schools and Hawaiian 
language medium schools”; the Plan includes the objective that “Hawaiʻi public schools will 
foster innovation and the expansion of existing public school ‘Bright Spots,’ which includes 
learning from charter schools that were established as innovation labs” (emphasis added).     
 
 Hawaiʻi’s public charter schools are indeed deserving of equity, and have already 
demonstrated their potential for innovation and excellence notwithstanding their unique 
financial challenges.  Most recently, public charter schools have achieved high rankings in the 
latest Strive HI SY 2016-2017 performance scores, with certain public charter schools even 
dominating in certain indicators; lessons learned in such high-performing charter schools can 
benefit students and schools throughout our public education system.  To fully realize the 
potential for innovation in charter schools that may in turn foster greater student success in 
our public school system as a whole, it is critical that public charter schools receive 
adequate appropriations for facilities funding.  HB2508 HD1 SD1 will help bring equity to 
charter schools and address the longstanding problem of financing charter schools’ facilities.   
 

Therefore, OHA urges the Committee to PASS HB2508 HD1 SD1.  Mahalo nui for the 
opportunity to testify on this important measure.

The Hawaii State Teachers Association strongly supports HB 2508, HD 1, SD 1, 
relating to charter schools. 
 
Facilities funding is a long-standing issue for charter schools. In Hawai’i, start-up 
charter schools have paid the costs of their facilities from operational funds. In 
2013, however, lawmakers authorized the Hawai’i State Public Charter School 
Commission to request facilities funding as part of its annual budget request Later, 
in 2015, legislators called for a working group to establish a framework for 
providing facilities funding and support for public charter school facilities with 
adequate prioritization, oversight, and accountability. 
 
Today, amounts received by charter schools fail to keep pace with the cost of 
providing and quality instruction and maintaining adequate facilities. Charter 
schools receive $7,323 per-pupil, most of which is disbursed toward operational 
expenses, often leaving charters to rely on private donations to fund facilities and 
rent. Charter schools’ per-pupil operating funds cover items like salaries, collective 
bargaining costs, curricula, school supplies, equipment, and utilities, but do not 
encompass the facilities and maintenance costs that comprise approximately 10 
percent of charter school budgets, according the Hawai’i Public Charter Schools 
Network.  
 
Poorly funded charter schools are sometimes forced to hold classes in unstable 
temporary structures to the detriment of their students’ learning and safety. 



Accordingly, we urge the committee to approve additional state funds for the repair, 
maintenance, acquisition, and rental of charter school facilities. We also encourage 
your committee to consider ways of improving charter school facilities funding over 
the long-term, rather than through one-year legislative add-ons, to ensure that our 
state’s charter school students have the opportunity to receive instruction in 21st 
Century facilities that prepare them for today’s cutting-edge workplace.  
 
To provide charter schools with the funds they need for their students to succeed, 
the Hawaii State Teachers Association asks your committee to support this bill.

On behalf of the Hawaii Public Charter School Network (HPCSN), I respectfully submit our 
testimony in strong support for HB 2508 HD1 SD1, Relating to Charter Schools.  Passing this 
bill represents a significant step to provide funding equity for all public school students and 
helps to leverage federal grants available to states with charter schools programs.   

Public charter schools are serving 11,160 students in Hawaii in 2018.  Schools in non-DOE 
facilities do not have adequate resources to cover facilities costs, which on average take a 10 
percent of the non-facilities per pupil funding ($7383/student in SY17-18).  Some schools 
stretch up to 25 percent of instructional dollars toward its facility’s needs.  This means that 
limited funds must also go further to pay for salary increases and bonuses required by the 
state, curriculum and programs, equipment and supplies, utilities, any school meal or 
transportation costs provided, and a mountain of other expenses required to run a school.  
 
Research shows a significant relationship between the condition of school facilities and 
student performance.  In Hawai‘i there is a great variance in the condition of facilities from 
school to school. But some charter schools now are still lacking even the most basic needs 
like classrooms with walls, flooring, windows and doors; plumbed bathroom facilities; 
school kitchens and cafeterias; and other weather-proofed spaces we would typically see in 
a public school.  
 
HB2508 helps cover basic needs of students 

• Adequate facilities are a basic student need and educational need to shelter kids from 
the elements of wind, rain or direct sun exposure and provide a comfortable and safe 
learning environment.   

• The state recognizes the distinct needs of separately funding educational programs 
and the facilities and maintenance needs of DOE schools.  Thus, providing separate

facilities funding for charter schools will ultimately add back resources intended for 
student educational programs.   

• HB2508 provides equity not equality to charter schools. With a $10 million 
requested appropriation based on audited facilities expenditures by charter schools, 
this bill is not seeking a per pupil facility distribution request equal to traditional 
public schools (currently $1700/student in SY2014-15, if applied to charter schools 
equally this would be double the requested amount). Instead this bill provides 
equitable funding to offset current school expenditures on their facilities costs. 

• The State Charter School Commission requires annual independent audits for all 
charters which reflect the true expenditures on facilities, technology infrastructure, 
repair and maintenance costs.  The Commission may establish a grant program that 
utilizes a proportional distributional formula based on audited financial reports of 
actual spending for any charter school per pupil facilities funds that are 
appropriated. Grant awards to qualifying schools may be based on demonstrated 
facility needs.  California has a similar model for distributing facilities funds that is 
supplemented by a federal charter support grant. 

• In the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), Congress affirmed the importance of the 
Charter Schools Program (CSP). This year Congress approved a budget for FY18-19 
that includes significant funding increases, $400 million up from $342 million in the 
previous year. For FY 19-20 CSP funding is up to $500 million.  CSP funds are critical 
to support launching new schools, replicating and expanding successful charter 
schools, and offer important resources to help charter schools access facilities.  

• Finally, providing per pupil facilities funding is critical for the state to be eligible for 
federal funds that help charter schools. ESSA reserves 12.5 percent of funds for the 
financing of charter school facilities because the acquisition and financing of these 
schools continues to be a challenge. Federal funds help leverage state and private 
investments and remain vital to continued charter public school growth. 

 
HPCSN believes every student is deserving of safe and appropriate school facilities including 
those who chose to enroll in public charters.    
 
HPCSN strongly supports this bill to appropriate funds for infrastructure costs, the rental or 
lease of charter school facilities and the repair and maintenance of network infrastructure 
of charter schools because it can help raise the state’s competitiveness to access federal CSP 
grants for charter schools.  We humbly urge your support for the passage of this bill.  
 
HPCSN works to improve the operation and governance of public charter schools in Hawai‘i 
and to be a voice for children and families that seek educational choices and quality in an 
independent public-school setting. Mahalo for your consideration.

Honorable Chair Dela Cruz and committee members: 
 
 I am Kris Coffield, representing IMUAlliance, a nonpartisan political advocacy 
organization that currently boasts over 400 members. On behalf of our members, we offer this 
testimony in support of House Bill 2508, HD 1, SD 1, relating to charter schools. 

 Public charter schools serve as sources of scholastic innovation. While many charter 
schools operate in urban areas, others meet the academic needs of remote areas lacking 
comprehensive public school facilities and programming. Additionally, many charter schools 
provide immersive instruction in Native Hawaiian culture and language.  
 

Yet, charter schools receive inadequate funding to support student learning. While 
traditional DOE schools receive $12,855 per-pupil each year, charter schools receive $7,323 per-
pupil, out of which must be paid operational costs including curricula, salaries, and school 
supplies, leaving little for facilities, maintenance, and rent. Although the Hawai’i State Public 
Charter School Commission may request facilities funding as part of its annual budget request, 
amounts received in recent fiscal years have not satisfied the rising cost of providing and 
maintaining quality facilities. In turn, charter schools that lack adequate building space are forced 
to conduct class outdoors, on covered lanais, or in unsafe provisional structures.  
 

To compensate for insufficient facilities funding, charter schools often seek revenue from 
nongovernmental, nonprofit, and corporate entities. While all charter schools in Hawai’i are 
required to operate as public schools, forcing charter schools to rely on nongovernmental funding 
sources increases private involvement in charter school programming, which undermines public 
accountability of the state’s charter school network. Furthermore, reliance on private funding by 
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public charter schools could generate efforts to establish private charter schools and private charter 
school authorizers in Hawai’i, which would transfer control of public education to private entities 
and erode available resources for traditional public schools. To maintain the public status of charter 
schools, then, lawmakers should appropriate additional public funds to allocated by the HSPCSC 
based on need and financial performance.

HawaiiKidsCAN is supporting HB 2508 HD1 SD1 because Hawaii charter schools are 
making a transformational difference for students, providing diverse learning 
opportunities across our state. Hawaii is fortunate that our public charter schools are 
true partners in the effort to ensure every child has the opportunity to access the 
learning environment that works best for them. Our local public charter schools provide 
many different models for learning, including: project-based learning, arts integration, 
Hawaiian culture, Hawaiian language immersion, voyaging, a focus on sustainability and 
the environment, and blended in-person and online learning, to name just a few. 
 
Unfortunately, many of these public schools are on unequal footing when it comes to 
basic facilities support, making it much more difficult for educators to focus on 
providing the best possible education for students. Even successful school leaders have 
described facilities costs as “crippling,” and many schools have reported spending 
significant portions of their budget on facilities - funds that could be going directly to 
enhancing student learning. While traditional Department of Education public schools 
receive more than $12,500 per student and do not have to pay for facilities or utilities, 
charter schools get by with just over $7,000 per pupil while paying for facilities, utilities 
and repairs in one of the most expensive real estate markets in the nation. 
 
Here are a few anecdotes shared by school leaders around our state: 
 
“Since we did not receive facilities and transportation support from the state, we had to 
postpone opening our school for a year. We also could not find a facility in our target 
area, so we had to change the area for our school and our enrollment has dropped. 



 

Families who were interested feel burdened by the need for transportation, and the 
distance of the school from where they live. Although we were lucky to find a building 
for our school, it is an old site that needs many renovations. We have to renovate by the 
time we start in August 2018.” – Kauai 
 
“Our school is held at a functioning church. Classrooms are set up each Monday, and 
put away on Fridays. This set-up and break-down time cuts into class instruction. The 
lunch area is under a tent, and the kinder area has an outside play area and classroom 
under a tent. We have a small faculty area, computer storage room, and meeting room 
all in one tiny area.” – Oahu 
 
“Our school faces challenges from non-permanent structures serving as classrooms 
and bathrooms. Specialized classes such as the culinary class have to store equipment 
in a container, with this equipment set up and taken down each day. With classes 
under tents, students and faculty are exposed to the elements. Flooding is a real issue.” 
– Hawaii Island 
 
We all want to see kids in our public schools succeed, so we should ensure that all of 
these schools are equipped with the fundamental resources they need to provide an 
excellent education.

With these choices in mind the moral decision would seem 
apparent.  However, for a variety of reasons, our education system is frozen and unable 
to adapt to the changing needs of our students (and our changing understanding of 
those needs).  Alone in their capacity to build curricula, continue knowledge uniquely 
about Hawaiʻi, and support economically disenfranchised communities are charter 
schools.  Supporting charter schools in their facilities needs allows for schools to 
succeed and fail on their educational merit as opposed to their ability to find funding and 
location.  Parents in Hawaiʻi should be offered the choice of more traditional ʻike 
Hawaiʻi.  We should support the schools that make this possible so they can offer the 
broadest education possible.  Please vote in support of this bill.
